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A workshop on Human behaviour in organization was organized on 3 Sep 2018 by the
School of Management with 150 participants.

The workshop was inaugurated by Prof. Rashmi Ranjan Parida, PGP coordinator. In his
welcome address he encouraged the participants to focus the topics by resource persons

The workshop was divided into two sessions. The first session was delivered by Dr. Subhendu
Mishra, Professor, School of Management who presented a talk on Human behaviour covering
areas like attitude, emotional intelligence and tools related to the non-verbal communication
skills through which students can build their careers. He also provided some useful links
relating to human behaviour. After the presentation, the participants were given a few quizzes
on human behaviour and their performance was evaluated.

In the second session. Prof. S. Kameswar Rao, Assistant Professor of the department delivered
his lecture on some of the techniques to be used for social cognition. He emphasized the
development of social cognition. The students were asked to discuss the challenges of social
cognition.
