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About the session:

The session started at 2pm, by Dr.Supriya Pattanayak Centurion University of Technology and
Management. The opening remarks were given to the speaker. The resource person addressed the
session. Dr. Supriya Pattanayak was the resource person of the program.The workshop deliberated
on constitutional measures in promoting gender equality; preventive and protective mechanisms
on gender based violence; and issues and challenges regarding the safety of women and girls in
the digital era.

She began with introducing women freedom fighters and visionaries of women’s rights who were
part of the social reform movements and the women’s movement in India and who also actively
contributed to the drafting of the Indian Constitution. She also highlighted the various legislations
pertaining to the protection of women encompassing labour laws, sexual harassment at workplace,
maternity benefit, family laws related to marriage, divorce, guardianship of children; Pre
conception and pre natal diagnostics techniques act 2002 to address the issues of gender
discrimination and female feticide, political participation of women in decision making processes
and reservation policy for women, etc.
