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The employment issues for information technology (IT) professionals are sources of considerable 

debate. While the economy may be on its way to the recovery, many firms still struggle to contain 

costs. IT has especially been impacted by the tidal waves of changes in the economy. 

There are many applications for natural language processing, including business applications. 

Natural language processing (NLP) is a set of artificial intelligence techniques that enable 

computers to recognize and understand human language. It helps make computers more easily 

accessible for humans. Natural language processing uses computer science and computational 

linguistics to bridge the gap between human communication and computer comprehension. It does 

this by analyzing large amounts of textual data rapidly and understanding the meaning behind the 

command. It enables computers to comprehend nuanced human concepts such as intent, sentiment, 

and emotion. It is similar to cognitive computing in that it aims to create more natural interactions 

between computers and humans  

Objective  

● To understand the uses of NLP and its uses in applications 

● To help computers communicate with humans in their own language and scale other 

language-related tasks. 

● To read, understand, and decode human words in a valuable manner. Most of the NLP 

techniques depend on machine learning to obtain meaning from human languages. 

Outcome: The session broadens the knowledge of the faculties and students on Natural language 

processing, Augmented Reality, and Virtual Reality and their uses in the application. One such 

example discussed in the session was about the Writing tools, including Grammarly, WhiteSmoke, 

and ProWritingAid, which rely on the use of NLP to correct grammatical and spelling errors. 

Grammarly primarily focuses on a narrow application of artificial intelligence NLP for grammar 

assistance.
