One of the plenary speakers, a successful Agri entrepreneur
emphasized that preservation, processing, value addition, packaging, branding, and
marketing of products made of fruits like mango and guava has immense business

potential in Odisha and Overseas. During the deliberation, he spoke about the roaring
success and acceptance of the PRAN (a Bangladeshi food and beverage brand) in India.
