Women's likelihood of getting graduated in a particular program in comparison to their
counterparts is found to be higher. For the year 2021-22, women's graduation across all streams
was 92.60% whereas the men's graduation was 83.83%. Women's graduation rate in the year
2021-22 was 2.3% higher than the previous year, whereas the men's graduation dipped to 81.29%.
A dedicated mentoring scheme of the University along with the access and participation plan

helps to close any gaps.
